The successful candidate will be available for a minimum of 3 hours of teaching per week and have a schedule
that will enable him/her to be present throughout the year, maintain consistent weekly schedule, and complete
necessary make-up lessons in a timely way. The instructor is encouraged to engage him/herself and students in
BSM community events and performances throughout the year.
