Registration Fees and Tuition

Bloomingdale offers registration for private lessons in all major instru-
ments as well as a variety of group classes and ensembles throughout

the year for students of all ages and abilities. Enrollment is based on three
main semesters.

Tuition for private instruction, group classes, and ensembles is listed with
each course offering and varies by offering and scheduling options. Tui-
tion does not cover the cost of music books and/or other study materi -
als. Private lesson students must supply their own instruments; however
Bloomingdale has a limited supply of rental instruments with availability
on afirst-come, first-served basis for enrolled students.

Private lessons enroll on a rolling basis throughout the semester and can
begin at any point within the year; deadlines, auditions, and previous re-
quirements may apply for some classes and ensembles. When registering
after the first week of the semester, tuition prices will be prorated based
on the week of enrollment.

Discounts

Students are eligible to receive tuition discounts in the case of any of the

following:

« Sibling Discount: Siblings of enrolled students are eligible fora10%
discount off the lower priced offering

« Second Class Discount: Students enrolled in a second private lesson
are eligible for a 10% discount

« Transition Discount: Students who are transitioning from a group
class to weekly private lessons are eligible for a one-time 10% discount
on their first semester of private lessons

« Partnership Discount: Students affiliated with any of Bloomingdale's
School or Community Partners are eligible for a one-time 20% dis-
count on their first semester of lessons or classes at BSM

« Senior Discount: Students who are 65+ are eligible for a 10% discount

« Active Military and Veterans Discount: Students who are active
military or a veteran are eligible for a 10% discount

In addition to these year-round discounts, promotional discounts are offered during priority registration

periods. Please note: Tuition discounts are not combinable with Financial Aid.

Payment Information

Payment Plan:
Students have the option to elect a payment plan, which allows
them to make payments in monthly installments during the
semester. Students opting for the payment plan are responsible
forthe $20 registration fee as well as a payment plan fee of $20
per semester. For enrollments received before the start of the
semester, tuition and fees will be divided into four even monthly
payments within the semester. For enrollments received during
the semester, the number of monthly payments will be reduced
based on enrollment date.

Delinquent Accounts

Bloomingdale reserves the right to suspend or terminate instruction for
students who miss tuition deadlines and are delinquent in fulfilling their
financial obligation at any time during a semester. Students with delin-

quent accounts may not register for the next semester or summer pro-

grams until the accountis paid in full.

Missed Classes, Makeups, and Tardiness

Consistent weekly lessons and classes are important for the development
and progress of musical learning. As such, Bloomingdale School of Mu-

sic expects both students and faculty to work together to ensure weekly
attendance is met. Due to the nature of group instruction, individual stu-
dent absences will not be eligible for a group class makeup. Private lesson
students are entitled to one excused absence per semester to be made
up by the instructor.

Program Cancellations and Modifications

Bloomingdale reserves the right to cancel or postpone classes due to
low enrollment. In most cases, we require at least three students to run
acourse. Inthe event a course is cancelled, families will be notified and
given the opportunity to transfer to another class, space permitting. Stu-
dents not able to join another class will be offered a refund for the can-
celled class or a credit towards another offering in the future.

Withdrawal and Tuition Refund

Every withdrawal situation is different, and Bloomingdale will work to find
an adequate and rapid solution to each case. Students who wish to with-
draw must fill out a withdrawal request form. Deadlines and subsequent
penalties vary by enrollment type. Bloomingdale School of Music also
offers medical withdrawals on a case by case basis with a doctor’s note.
Withdrawal approval may take up to 10 - 30 business days to process and
upon approval, students may choose to be issued either arefund ora
credit.
